The undersigned, as Bidder, hereby declares that this bid is made in good faith
without fraud or collusion with any person or persons bidding of the same Contract; that he
has carefully read and examined the Contract Documents, including the Notice to Bidders,
Instructions, Bond Forms, Technical and Detailed Specifications, and Contract Drawings,
for the designated work and understands all of the same; that he, or his representative, has
made such a personal investigation at the site as is necessary to determine the character
and difficulties attending the execution of the proposed work; and he proposes and agrees
that if this Proposal is accepted, he will contract with the Owner in the form of the Contract
hereto annexed, to provide necessary machinery, tools, apparatus and other means of
construction, including utility and transportation services, necessary to do all the work and
furnish all the materials and equipment specified or referred to in the Contract Documents,
including Addenda No. __, __, and __, in the manner and time therein prescribed, and
according to the requirements of the Owner as therein set forth to furnish Contractor Bonds
and Insurance required of the Contractor by the Contract Documents, and that he will take
in full payment therefore the unit prices set forth in the following Proposal.

The Bidder understands that the Owner reserves the right to reject any or all bids
and to waive any irregularities in the bidding.

The Bidder agrees that his bid shall be good and may not be withdrawn for a period
of sixty (60) calendar days after the scheduled closing time for receiving the bids.

Upon receipt of a written Notice of Award of the Bid, the Bidder shall execute the
formal Contract Agreement attached hereto within ten (10) days and shall deliver to the
Owner a Surety Bond or Bonds required. In the event the Contract and Bond are not
executed within the time above set forth, the Bid Deposit attached in the sum of five percent
(5%) of the Bid Proposal shall become the property of the Owner as liquidated damages for
the delay and additional expense to the Owner caused thereby.

The Bidder hereby agrees to commence work under this Contract on or before the
date to be specified in the written Notice to Proceed executed by the Owner and to fully
complete the project as stipulated in the Special Conditions of these Specifications. The
Bidder further agrees to pay as liquidated damages the sum indicated in the Special
Conditions for each consecutive calendar day thereafter, until substantial completion, that
is when all work items in the proposal are complete and notification of substantial
completion of work items and final quantities is given to the Director of Public Works by the
contractor.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

2008 WATER MAIN REPLACEMENT PROJECT

1. Scope of Work

This project consists of three divisions. The scope of work for each
division follows:

Division No. 1 – Arnold Street

The Arnold Street division is the replacement of a four-inch (4”) cast iron
water main with a new 6” SDR 11 HDPE water main. The work includes
installation of a new water main between Bellows and Gaylord Streets using the
directional boring method, installation of new service leads, installation of new
fire hydrants, connections to existing water mains, and disinfecting and testing of
the new water main.

Division No. 2 - Hopkins Street

The Hopkins Street division is the replacement of a four-inch (4”)
asbestos cement water main with a new 6” SDR 11 HDPE water main. The work
includes installation of a new water main between Preston and Highland Streets
using the directional boring method, installation of new service leads, installation
of new fire hydrants, connections to existing water mains, and disinfecting and
testing of the new water main.

Division No. 3 – Glenwood Place

The Glenwood Place division is the replacement of a four-inch (4”) cast
iron water main with a new 6” SDR 11 HDPE water main. The work includes
installation of a new water main between Lynnwood Street and the Cul De Sac
using the directional boring method, installation of new service leads,
connections to existing water mains, and disinfecting and testing of the new
water main.

2. Directional Drilling

This project was designed for directional drilling construction methods.
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3. Water Services

All long side water services shall be bored.

Certain water services shown on the plans will be relocated. These
services shall be installed perpendicular to the street from the water main to
within (1) foot of the property line. The service shall then run parallel to the
street, adjacent to the property line, to connect to the existing service. The
length of service placed along the property line shall be paid as additional length
of water service.

At some locations, the existing long side water service is located close to
a tree that is to be protected. At these locations, the contractor shall bore the
water service past the existing tree and place the new curb stop box at the
property line.

If the contractor must work outside of the right-of-way to bore the water
services across the street, the contractor shall acquire written permission from
the property owner. A copy of the agreement between the contractor and
property owner shall be given to the engineer prior to working on private
property.

4. Working Hours and Holidays

The daily hours of work are given in the General Construction
Specifications, paragraph 20.

No work is to be scheduled by the contractor on Sundays, nor on the
following holiday weekends and holidays:

Memorial Day Weekend May 23-26, 2008
Independence Weekend July 4-6, 2008

5. Time Constraints

This project may begin no earlier than May 5, 2008, and must be
completed by July 11, 2008.

Liquidated damages will be assessed at a rate of $300.00/day for each
calendar day the work on the project is incomplete beyond July 11, 2008.

6. Permits

Water main work on this project requires a MDEQ Water Construction
Permit for which the city has applied.
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7. Residential and Commercial Access

Access to driveways for local residents and businesses shall be maintained
and available for use. All driveways shall be opened by the contractor when the
contractor is not working, including all evenings, nights, Sundays, and holidays,
except as approved in writing by the inspector and with written notification to the
residents/owners by the contractor.

8. Water Main Construction

The water mains disconnected from service are to be abandoned in place by
bulk-heading all open ends with a one-foot (1') length of non-shrink cement mortar
grout. Existing valve boxes, fire hydrants, and certain other items noted on the plans
are to be removed and salvaged in good condition to the D.P.W. yard, on North
Franklin Street. Existing water mains that are to continue in service shall be cut at
the location shown on the plans or as directed by the water superintendent or his
representative. Pressure plugs or caps are to be installed and restrained or thrust
blocked.

9. Concrete Pavement

Concrete pavement, walks and curb shall be saw cut. Contractor may saw
cut prior to bituminous milling or removal. Final saw cutting after removals should
be made to provide straight joint lines for paving.

10. City of Mt. Pleasant Standard Construction Specifications

The City of Mt. Pleasant Standard Construction Specifications dated March
2007 must be followed for construction on this project. They are available on the
City web page at www.mt-pleasant.org/depts/engineering/biddinginfo.htm

11. Soil Borings

Should a bidder desire to make soil borings along the route, the
contractor making the borings shall first obtain a permit from the Public Works.
Insurance meeting the requirements of the City of Mt. Pleasant is required. The
soil boring permit fee is $25 per hole and will be refunded if the results of the soil
boring in the form of a soil-boring log are submitted to the City Engineer within
one week after close of bidding.

12. Bituminous Street Patch

The contractor shall repair street excavations with CLII sand, 8 inches of
22A aggregate, and 4 inches of 1300T, 20AAA bituminous mixture. The
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required compaction of each lift shall be 95% of the maximum unit weight of the
material.

13. Utility Location

The contractor shall expose all existing utilities and services that will be
crossed by the pipe prior to beginning the drilling operation. Utility locations and
elevations, as shown on the plans, are approximations and shall be verified by
the contractor prior to beginning any work.

14. Water Services

For this project, the water service connections shall be sidewall fusion
connections.

15. Sewer Clean-Out

Sewer Leads that may be crossed during the directional boring process
are required to be exposed prior to boring. While the lead is exposed, the
contractor shall install a 6” Clean-Out upstream from the crossing location.
Reducers may be needed to connect to sewer lead pipes of different sizes. The
Sewer Clean-Out item may be deleted, depending on its unit price and/or
the total project cost. If the Clean-Out item is deleted, sewer leads that may
be crossed during the directional boring process are still required to be
exposed prior to boring.

16. Water Main Anchoring

The proposed HDPE water main shall be connected to the existing water
main using a mechanical pipe adaptor. In addition, a concrete encased Flex
Restraint Device, or approved equal, is required at each end of the HDPE. The
Flex Restraint shall be installed no closer than five feet (5’) nor farther than ten
feet (10’) from the pipe end. Concrete dimensions around the Flex Restraint
Device for the 6” pipe shall be 9” thick by 2’ wide by 2’ high. A detail of the Flex
Restraint Device is attached at the end of these Special Provisions.
